The meeting was called to order by Sean Leary at 6:00 pm.
Bylaws

Sean handed the floor to Joyce Kroll, who had questions regarding
the nominating committee and the balloting process. She noted that
the Bylaws specify that the Board of Directors is to appoint the
nominating committee; it shouldn’t just be selected by the President.
Joyce felt that it should be required for one Board Member to be
present during the ballot count, and that the Board member is not an
active candidate.

Sean suggested that the club needs to propose a change in the
Bylaws to reflect that the “Board Member will not be a candidate in
the active election,” and the Bylaws provisions regarding the
nominating committee and balloting process were reviewed.



Joyce related her past experience with serving as chairman of a
nominating committee. She also stated she had made several
attempts to contact members of the nominating committee and
never received a response. Joyce felt the nominating committee
should make an attempt to poll the entire club membership for
possible candidates.

Chris Reitz explained that nominations can be made from the floor
at any time by any member, without any participation from the
nominating committee. A discussion followed on the actual purpose
of the nominating committee and what was indicated in the Bylaws.
Noel Wilson, a founding member that was present at the
development of the Bylaws, explained that the members had not
given consideration to how the committee operates, and that the
club may need to specify the specific duties and purpose of the
committee. He noted that Bylaws changes can be presented to the
Bylaws committee and that it is ultimately about a three-month
process. Mardee suggested that a mass email in September, prior
to the November elections, might be appropriate. Joyce stated she
had requested that the nominating committee send out such a mass
email, but was told there “wasn’t time” and it was never done.

Rod McCoy suggested that the nominating committee duties and
responsibilities, including the tallying and distribution of ballots,
should be well defined in the Bylaws. Tom Reitz noted that the
Bylaws were originally written by 22 people, and that with the growth
of the club, it was now facing a different set of requirements.

Joyce was asked by the Board to chair the nominating committee for
the 2012 elections and she accepted, but stated she would not be
able to attend the October meeting. She agreed that she and
Mardee will work together to prepare appropriate changes for the
Bylaws committee so they can be submitted to the membership for
approval.

Finance Committee

Sean then turned the floor over to Les Waganer, who announced
that Bob Lamb and Bob Isermann had agreed to serve as members



of the Finance Committee and will assist him in preparing a
projected financial plan for 2012. He also noted that there will be
another audit soon and questioned who would participate in the
audit, he assumed the Treasurer, a Board member, and perhaps a
club member. Noel suggested that perhaps the club member
participant should change every year just for the sake of impartiality.
Chris Reitz felt that two participants were enough to conduct an
audit as it is a long and tedious process. It was discussed that the
audit of the Treasury and the Finance Committee were two totally
separate items.

A discussion followed on the intent of the Financial Committee and
whether it should be a standing committee. Les stated he will solicit
anticipated expenditures from Board members, as well as club
members and committee chairmen, to include in his projections.
Bob Isermann has already prepared a summary of the 2011
expenditures and income and the committee will use that as a basis
for the 2012 projections, and he then used the trailer purchase as an
example.

Rod made a motion that the Finance Committee becomes a
permanent standing committee, Scott Graham seconded, and the
motion carried unanimously. Noel noted that there is nothing in the
Bylaws regarding the Finance Committee, and Les agreed to
prepare a mission statement to submit to Mardee so it can be
presented to the membership. Noel noted that committees are listed
in the Constitution and the Bylaws, and that the club may want to
consider folding them into the Bylaws. Sean stated he would
announce the Financial Committee formation at the following club
meeting, and it was noted that the Chair of each Committee is
allowed to select the members to serve.

Special Awards

Sean stated that he wanted to submit several members for awards,
and that it had quickly snowballed, with many other suggested
members being noted. He felt that we need to establish a procedure
for future awards that would include a Board of Directors’ Award (a
member that has helped the club grow and flourish, which would be



selected by the Board of Directors), and a “President’s Award” that
would be selected at the President’s discretion. It was noted that
there is already a President’s Award and that we could not have
awards of this same type. Noel noted that the Vice President can
now select special awards as needed, but it was agreed a more
detailed procedure needed to be clarified. It was agreed that the
President would be allowed to select a “Member of the Year” award.
It was also agreed that a member should only be eligible to win the
award no more than once every five years. After some discussion,
Rod made a motion that beginning in 2012, the club creates a
“Member of the Year” award, selected by the President, with
eligibility limited to once every five years. Chris seconded and the
motion carried unanimously.

Member Voting Rights

Sean stated that the Bylaws state in order for a member to have
voting rights in the club, they must also pay their NCCC dues thru
the Route 66 Corvette Club. He asked if this needed to be changed,
and Chris mentioned that club members have the option of paying
their NCCC dues through any club they wish. It was agreed that the
Bylaws needed to be changed to clarify “voting in elections” instead
of just “voting” so that members are able to participate in voting on
club issues not pertaining to elections. Noel volunteered to
personally discuss the existing restriction with those affected
members and Tom agreed to check other clubs to see how they
handle the issue. Sean stated this issue would be placed on the
agenda for the Transition Meeting which will be held prior to the
January club meeting.

As the current Bylaws indicate, the Board meeting minutes need to
be published in the Road Notes, and will be submitted for publishing
with the November club meeting minutes.

Mardee made a motion to adjourn, Bob Lamb seconded and the
meeting adjourned at 6:55 pm.
