The meeting was called to order by Sean Leary at 6:30 pm at Mike 
and Mardee Beckman’s residence.  

NCCC Sanctions for 2012/Sanctioned Rally for 2012

Tom Reitz announced that at the recent NCCC Governor’s meeting, 
the club had been allotted 10 sanctions and he asked if 
consideration had been given to purchasing additional sanctions.  
Sean Leary stated that the club had often considered doing a rally or 
other sanctioned event other than the Autocross during the year.  He 
described several different  types of rallies and how they are 
conducted, noting it would allow club members to participate in 
sanctioned events other than the Autocross.   Tom noted that we 
had 12 sanctions last year, for the Autocross, and that if we did want 
to do a rally, it would mean purchasing a total of four additional 
sanctions.  He has sent an email to the St Louis Corvette Club, 
where we normally purchase our additional sanctions, but had not 
yet heard back from them.   He stated he thought the sanctions 
could be purchased for a fee of $350, based on past history.  Chris 
Reitz made a motion that the Board of Directors authorizes the 
purchase of four sanctions in an amount not to exceed $400, Bob 
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purchase of four sanctions in an amount not to exceed $400, Bob 
Lamb seconded, and the motion passed unanimously.

Tom reviewed the schedule of sanctioned events and said the only 
dates available, other than Saturday, May 12, 2012 were either very 
early in the year or in early November.  Concerns over bad weather 
and holiday events were discussed, and the Board agreed that Tom 
should put the date request in for May 12, 2012 for a sanctioned 
event.   Tom noted that the request can be withdrawn up to 30 days 
prior to the scheduled event date.

Standing Rule Proposed Change (SR 2.4.d.)
Les Waganer expressed his disappointment over the way the Club 
presented the motion for the Christmas Party expenses to the 
membership.  He felt there should have been more clarity for the 
membership on what they were voting on, i.e., club covered 
expenses and the cost of the open bar. Les felt the club needs 
clarification on exactly what expenses are being approved.  Chris 
stated that the decision was a cost of $25 per person and that was 
to include the open bar. 



Rod reminded the Board that at last year’s Christmas Party, people 
were supposed to be charged for sodas, tea, coffee, and other soft 
drinks and that in many cases they were not charged for those 
items.  Les felt a specific price for the open bar should be presented 
to and approved by the membership for the 2012 Christmas Party.  
Bob Isermann indicated that the members are paying $25 per 
person, and the club is paying an additional $20 per person.   Les 
felt the DJ, or live band, expense should be voted on also with a “not 
to exceed amount” approved.  Bob Lamb stated that in the past they 
DJ expense had always been paid separately.  Chris Reitz 
suggested that next year the vote be on the cost per person, with 
and without the open bar, the cost of the band or DJ, then the cost 
for the awards, etc.  Les agreed stating that a “not to exceed 
amount” could always be indicated in those cases where the exact 
total amount could not be identified.  Les noted that looking at the 
party expenses, it exceeds last year by $1,000.  Bob Lamb felt that 
we just need to be clear about future expenditures, and there is 
nothing in the existing Bylaws about this issue of “specifics.”  After 
some discussion, Bob Lamb made a motion that we approve the 
proposed change to the Standing Rules, but Rod McCoy disagreed 
with the wording as presented by Les Waganer.  Rod was 
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with the wording as presented by Les Waganer.  Rod was 
concerned that there are times when expenses come up, whether 
due to oversight or just an unexpected occurrence, and the Board 
would need to take action.  He gave as an example the awards for 
this year, and the oversight of presenting the expenses for approval 
to the membership.  Had the Board not been able to act, there would 
be no awards at this year’s Christmas Party.  He also gave an 
example of problems with the trailer, such as a flat tire, that might 
need to be taken care of right away.  Rod felt that the Board of 
Directors is elected to conduct club business and that there should 
be a mechanism to accommodate these types of actions.  Sean 
agreed, stating there needs to be some sort of clause to handle this 
type of exception.  After some discussion, Bob Lamb motioned, Rod 
McCoy seconded, that the following change to the Standing Rule 
2.a.c. be presented to the membership for approval as follows:

“Any Club indebtedness or financial obligation over $100 must be 
approved by the Club general membership with a vote on the 
specific purpose and amount. In the event of an unexpected or 



overlooked financial obligation, where time is of the essence, the 
Board of Directors may vote to approve the payment of the 
obligation, and will advise the membership at the next regularly 
scheduled meeting.”

The motion carried unanimously.

Bob Isermann questioned the way the Standing Rules addressed the 
bereavement expenditures for club members.  The current rules state 
the club is to cover expenditures for members, spouses, children and 
domestic partners.  Several recent cases of expenditures for relatives 
falling into the brother or sister category, or parents, had been 
incurred and he wondered if the Standing Rules should be 
broadened.  After some discussion, Bob Isermann made a motion 
that the Standing Rule 2.1.b. be changed to include “siblings and 
parents of club members.” Mardee seconded the motion and it 
passed unanimously.

Financial Plan
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The need for a stated purpose for the Finance Committee was 
discussed at the last Board meeting, and Les Waganer had prepared 
a statement as follows:
Purpose (or Scope) of Financial Plan
The purpose of the Financial Planning Committee is to create a 
financial forecast for the upcoming year(s) income and expenditures 
to assure there is an adequate financial margin for the Club during 
the period being considered. The financial plan will be based on the 
recent historical financial records for routine Club expenditures and 
income.   In addition, new or modified expenditures and income 
recommendations will be solicited from the Board of Directors and 
the Club Members to help formulate a probable revenue stream. The 
inclusion of new financial obligations or expectations in this plan shall 
not be an endorsement of those obligations or expectations; rather it 
should be viewed as a reasonable financial forecast for the Club. 

The committee members shall include the current Club Treasurer, 
one member of the Board of Directors and at least one additional 
Club member.  More interested and qualified members are welcome 
to serve on the committee. 



After the closure of the financial books on a current year, an annual 
financial summary will be completed to compare actual financial 
events with those forecasted for the past year.  Within the first 
quarter of the new year, a financial plan will be developed and 
presented to the Board of Directors. Following the Board of Director 
approval, the financial plan will be presented to the Club 
Membership. 

After noting that the financial plan does not require membership 
approval and making minor changes to the wording of the 
Committee purpose, Chris Reitz made a motion, Bob Lamb 
seconded, that the purpose statement be added to the Standing 
Rules.   The motion carried unanimously.  Les stated that the 
committee will be meeting after the first of the year to begin work on 
the financial plan for 2012.

Status of Website Overhaul

Mardee announced that the Website Committee had held a meeting 
and they are working on an overhaul of the existing website.  They 
are hoping to have something completed by the February meeting, 
and Tom reminded her that the entry for competitive purposes needs 
to be submitted in February, although judging doesn’t occur until 
May or June.  Chris Reitz and Rod McCoy indicated that we still 
need someone else in the club that has access codes to the 
website, and it should be documented.  Scott stated that issue 
would be addressed at the next committee meeting.

Member Voting Rights

Sean Leary reminded everyone that at the previous month’s 
meeting, there were three members that could not vote.  He 
suggested that the club needs to consider changing these voting 
rights for those members paying their NCCC dues thru a club other 
than Route 66.  Sean felt as these members pay club dues, they are



entitled to vote on club issues other than elections.   After some 
discussion about the original purpose of the existing voting rules and 
the purpose of the Constitution vs. Bylaws vs. Standing Rules, Sean 
agreed to make a proposal to the Bylaws Committee.  The voting 
rights issue will have to go through the lengthy process of a 
Constitution/ Bylaws change (3 months) and it will require approval 
by 2/3 of the membership for passage.  Sean agreed to provide a 
preliminary write-up for the Bylaws Committee to change the voting 
rights for those members to only exclude the club elections and 
changes to the Club’s documentation.  Chris Reitz agreed to resend 
the current version of the Constitution, the Bylaws, and the Standing 
Rules to all Board Members as well as to the Website Committee for 
updating those on the website.

Chris then suggested that the Website Committee change the 
officer’s email addresses to generic addresses that could be 
forwarded to the appropriate individual.
